G.S.R.365.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution, the President 
hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Central Ground Water Board Assistant Geophysicist Recruitment 
Rules, 1995, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Central Ground Water Board Assistant Geophysicist Recruitment 
(Amendment) Rules, 2017.
